projector and screen

facilitator computer must connect to the  
SMART Board interactive whiteboard. If your network 
security prohibits connection of an outside computer, a 
facilitator computer must be provided.

• 	 �All computers must have the Microsoft Windows  
operating system

• 	 �All computers must be connected within a Local Area 
Network (LAN) – wired or wireless. A 10 Mbps  
TCP/IP network interface adapter is required.
